BARNA is a stand-alone association for anaesthetic and recovery nurses. It is a not for profit educational charity aiming to provide education in anaesthetics and recovery.

BARNA is a voluntary run association by a team of anaesthetic and/or recovery nurses whom are currently in clinical or educational roles.

Any healthcare professional with an interest in anaesthetic and recovery specialty can be member whether it is as a full, student or associate member.

In the UK nurses and Operating Department Practitioners (non-nurses) can work in anaesthetics and recovery. Nurse’s train to degree level and currently the PCC (Perioperative Care Collaborative) are developing a core curriculum which will cover degree and masters level in perioperative, anaesthetic and recovery nursing.

We do not have Nurse Anaesthetists working in the UK as they do in other countries like the USA as we are not permitted to have the same autonomy. We do however have many nurses working in anaesthesia.
